People can ask for
copies of submissions under the Official Information Act 1982 (OIA). The OIA says we have
to make submissions available unless we have good reasons for withholding them. That is
explained in sections 6 and 9 of the OIA.

Tell us if you think there are grounds to withhold specific information in your submission.
Reasons might include that it's commercially sensitive or it's personal information. However,
any decision MPI makes to withhold information can be reviewed by the Ombudsman, who
may tell us to release it.

MPI may post all or parts of any written submission on its website. We'll consider that you
have consented to its publication, unless clearly stated otherwise in your submission.

STRATEGIC PRIORITIES

To address emerging issues and respond to system challenges, four priorities will provide focus for New Zealand Food Safety to achieving its outcomes for New Zealand and New Zealanders.

We will ensure New Zealand’s world-class food
system remains robust in responding to future
challenges

The way we grow, produce, buy and consume food is changing. We think
that a robust food safety system is key to navigating these changes.

Over the next five years, we will work with industry to address issues that inhibit innovation
without compromising safety so that the food safety system remains robust and can
respond to changes. We will also measure our own performance, promote best practice food
safety rules with food businesses and make sure the co-regulatory model works well for
everyone.

We will proactively support consumers to feel
confident making choices about food

The system works best when consumers have the information they need to
make informed food choices.

Over the next five years we will work with consumers to find the right approaches for
communicating information about what is in food and make sure they have access to
factual and reliable information to enable them to make good decisions. We will also create
a consumer-friendly digital presence that contains easy to understand information for
consumers.

We will lead new thinking in international forums to
expand our international influence

The trading environment is shifting. Our role in proactively shaping this
environment will be more important than ever.

Over the next five years we will promote our science and regulatory expertise while building
networks to support our international reputation so our food products reach more markets.
At the same time we will identify ways we can continue to be active participants in
international food and science communities.

Regulation of the food safety system is critical to protecting the health and wellbeing of
consumers here and overseas, and to guard the reputation of New Zealand food. We are
constantly looking at the food safety risk of products being created and the potential for
harm to consumers.
